Rules of the Road and Safety Requirements
1. Keep in mind the leader/instructor is in charge. He will do everything possible to make your trip/class an enjoyable and worthwhile experience.

2. Be sure you gas tank is full.

3. When driving on the highway in a caravan, leave enough distance between each vehicle for other traffic to pass.

4. When you have your position in line, keep that position and know who is in front and in back of you.

5. When you turn off on any other trail or road, make sure the vehicle behind you makes the same turn.

6. Don't cut trail ………… follow the vehicle in front of you.

7. When driving up or down steep grades, leave enough distance between vehicles to prevent collisions, just in case someone stalls.

8. NO LITTERING! If you carry it in, carry it back out!
9. Firearms must be handled in a safe manner. Remember, you may be with a large group of people including children.

10. If applicable, make sure all campfires are put out before leaving. If you smoke, please insure that your cigarettes, cigars, etc, are put out thoroughly.

11. If you must leave before the completion of the trip/class, please make sure you check out with the leader/instructor.
